Separate entry fee must be paid in each livestock department. Entry fee $4.00 first 
animal, 50 cents each additional head, plus $2.00 per pen. This must be paid by 9 p.m., 
Sunday, July 25 at the fair office along with entry forms. No exhibitor fee or stall rent 
will be refunded. 
1. All sheep must be bona fide property of the exhibitor, at the time of making entry 

with complete address and zip code. 
2. No animal shall be entered for more than one premium except in flick and 

champion. 
3. The date for computing the age of sheep is January 1. 
4. Exhibitors must furnish certificates of registration in his or her name for all animals 

over 6 months of age. All animals under 6 months shall be properly ear tagged 
and identified. 

5. First prize winner only are eligible to compete for championship award. NO 
champion ribbons awarded without competition. 

6. A flock shall consist of one ram, any age, two ewes one year old and one ewe 
lamb. 

7. Exhibitors will be limited to two entries in individual classes and to one entry in 
flock class, pair of lambs, pair of ewes, and pair of yearling rams. 

8. Exhibitors will furnish all feed and all straw. 
9. Exhibits to remain until Saturday, 10 p.m.
